This
means our pupils are well placed for their transition
into Year 7 and we now look forward to tracking
their achievements as they journey through
secondary school.

However, we should also remember there is much

more to school life than the academic formal
curriculum to ensure our pupils get a rounded and
personalised educational experience. School life is
not wholly limited to reading, writing and Maths!
